• Respecting Aboriginal Connections to Country: Recognising the deep spiritual connection Aboriginal 
people have with their traditional lands and ensuring burial or cremation practices honour this 
relationship. 

• Involving Community and Elders: Engaging with local Aboriginal communities and Elders to ensure 
practices are carried out in a manner that is respectful and culturally appropriate. 

• Customary Practices: Facilitating the inclusion of traditional Aboriginal customs in burial and 
cremation ceremonies, including but not limited to, smoking ceremonies, singing, and dancing, to 
honour the deceased and support the grieving process. 

• Environmental Considerations: Ensuring that burial sites and practices are in harmony with the natural 
environment, reflecting the Aboriginal ethos of living in balance with nature. 

• Flexibility and Sensitivity: Offering flexible arrangements that cater to the diverse needs and 
preferences of Aboriginal families and communities, acknowledging the variations in cultural practices 
among different groups. 

MGLMG is dedicated to facilitating ceremonies that reflect the deep respect for the land, the people, and the 
ancestral connections that define Aboriginal spirituality. We pledge to work closely with Aboriginal families and 
communities to ensure that their cultural and spiritual requirements are met with the utmost sensitivity and 
respect, providing a supportive and understanding environment during times of loss. 
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
